THE PROMISE OF VICTORY

In the last few lessons we have learned how to receive the salvation offered
to us through the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Christ, His raising from the
dead and His atoning ministry in the heavenly places.

We noticed the application of such terms as surrender, contrition,
confession, repentance, and the forsaking of sin. We saw that faith, or
belief was essential and that the belief that saves produces joyful obedience
to whatever Jesus desires of us.

We learned also, that it was by the grace of God, that we received fime to
make our decision for life or for death. But there is another dimension to
grace and that is the power that comes from God. It is this power that
enables us to surrender, be contrite, confess, repent, believe, and to forsake
sin. It takes God's power (grace) and man's co-operation with that power
that can produce the character that has ceased from all known sin -- victory!
